If conference registration must be cancelled, please notify the Conference Registration office at 501-376-4143 between 8:30 a.m. and 
4:30 p.m. Central Time.  Refunds or credits require return of registration badge and tickets for sessions or special events.  Cancellations 
made prior to Oct. 23rd will receive a 100% refund.  Cancellations made from October 23st – October 31st will receive a 50% refund.
